(guitar, vocals), Dan Curtis (bass, vocals), and John 
Mileham (keys, drum programming, MacBook 
laptop), and Aharon Verno (drums) set about 
creating a dynamic brand of original indie rock and 
pop with an electronic bent.   
 
Their music harnesses the huge potential of a laptop-
integrated live performance, blending bouncing and driving electronic beats and loops 
with the staples of indie rock: guitar, bass, piano, and organ, and drums.  The sound is 
glitch-pop meets the Beastie Boys, the delicate melodies of Coldplay meet the 
infectious energy of Beck.
